Foundation Stage
	Article 28 (right to education)-Beginning to use three fingers (tripod grip) to hold writing tools. Uses one-handed tools and equipment, e.g. makes snips in paper with child scissors. Holds pencil between thumb and two fingers, no longer using whole-hand grasp.  Holds pencil near point between first two fingers and thumb 
Article 6 (life, survival and development)-
Can tell adults when hungry or tired or when they want to rest or play. 
Shows some understanding that good practices with regard to exercise, eating, sleeping and hygiene can contribute to good health. 
Article 24 (health and health services) Children show good control and co-ordination in large and small movements. They move confidently in a range of ways, safely negotiating space. They handle equipment and tools effectively, including pencils for writing.
Gains more bowel and bladder control and can attend to toileting needs most of the time themselves. 
Shows some understanding that good practices with regard to exercise, eating, sleeping and hygiene can contribute to good health. 
Article 27 (adequate standard of living)-
Clearly communicates their need for potty or toilet. Gains more bowel and bladder control and can attend to toileting needs most of the time themselves. Can usually manage washing and drying hands. Shows understanding of how to transport and store equipment safely.  Practices some appropriate safety measures without direct supervision. 
Article 31 (leisure, play and culture)-Runs skilfully and negotiates space successfully, adjusting speed or direction to avoid obstacles. Climbs confidently and is beginning to pull themselves up on nursery play climbing equipment. 
Article 34 (sexual exploitation)-Beginning to be independent in self-care, but still often needs adult support. Gains more bowel and bladder control and can attend to toileting needs most of the time themselves. 
Article 37 (inhumane treatment
and detention)-Shows some understanding that good practices with regard to exercise, eating, sleeping and hygiene can contribute to good health. 
Children know the importance for good health of physical exercise, and a healthy diet, and talk about ways to keep healthy and safe. They manage their own basic hygiene and personal needs successfully, including dressing and going to the toilet independently.

	Article 28 (right to education)-Separates from main carer with support and encouragement from a familiar adult. Can usually adapt behaviour to different events, social situations and changes in routine. Aware of the boundaries set, and of behavioural expectations in the setting. 
Article 29 (goals of education)-
Children are confident to try new activities, and say why they like some activities more than others. They are confident to speak in a familiar group, will talk about their ideas, and will choose the resources they need for their chosen activities. They say when they do or don’t need help.
Article 3 (best interests of the child)-
Is more outgoing towards unfamiliar people and more confident in new social situations.
Article 8 (protection and preservation
of identity)-Confident to speak to others about own needs, wants, interests and opinions.  Can describe self in positive terms and talk about abilities. 
Article 9 (separation from parents)-
Separates from main carer with support and encouragement from a familiar adult. 
Article 12 (respect for the views
of the child)- Expresses own preferences and interests. Confident to talk to other children when playing, and will communicate freely about own home and community. Confident to speak to others about own needs, wants, interests and opinions. 
Article 13 (freedom of expression)- Confident to talk to other children when playing, and will communicate freely about own home and community.  Confident to speak to others about own needs, wants, interests and opinions. 
Article 15 (freedom of association)-Seeks out others to share experiences. Demonstrates friendly behaviour, initiating conversations and forming good relationships with peers and familiar adults.
Article 23 (children with a disability) -  Can describe self in positive terms and talk about abilities. 
Article 34 (sexual exploitation)- Confident to speak to others about own needs, wants, interests and opinions. Shows confidence in asking adults for help
Article 39 (recovery from trauma
and reintegration)-Expresses own preferences and interests. Shows confidence in asking adults for help.
Article 41 (respect for higher
national standards) -Children talk about how they and others show feelings, talk about their own and others’ behaviour, and its consequences, and know that some behaviour is unacceptable. They work as part of a group or class, and understand and follow the rules. They adjust their behaviour to different situations, and take changes of routine in their stride.


 


















	Article 28 (right to education)-
Children recognise that a range of technology is used in places such as homes and schools. They select and use technology for particular purposes.
Article 2 (non-discrimination)-
	Learns that they have similarities and differences that connect them to, and distinguish them from, others. 


Knows some of the things that make them unique, and can talk about some of the similarities and differences in relation to friends or family. 
Article 14 (freedom of thought,
belief and religion)-Knows some of the things that make them unique, and can talk about some of the similarities and differences in relation to friends or family. Enjoys joining in with family customs and routines.
Article 17 (access to information
from the media)- Knows that information can be retrieved from computers. 
Article 27 (adequate standard of living)- 
Learns that they have similarities and differences that connect them to, and distinguish them from, others. 
Knows some of the things that make them unique, and can talk about some of the similarities and differences in relation to friends or family. 
Article 30 (children from minority
or indigenous groups)-Learns that they have similarities and differences that connect them to, and distinguish them from, others. In pretend play, imitates everyday actions and events from own family and cultural background, e.g. making and drinking tea. 
Children talk about past and present events in their own lives and in the lives of family members. They know that other children don’t always enjoy the same things, and are sensitive to this. They know about similarities and differences between themselves and others, and among families, communities and traditions.
Article 36 (other forms of exploitation)-Interacts with age-appropriate computer software. Knows that information can be retrieved from computers . Seeks to acquire basic skills in turning on and operating equipment. 
Article 42 (knowledge of rights)-They know about similarities and differences between themselves and others, and among families, communities and traditions.


 

	Article 28 (right to education)-
Children use what they have learnt about media and materials in original ways, thinking about uses and purposes. They represent their own ideas, thoughts and feelings through design and technology, art, music, dance, role play and stories.
Article 12 (respect for the views
of the child)- Captures experiences and responses with a range of media, such as music, dance and paint and other materials or words. 
Article 13 (freedom of expression)-Initiates new combinations of movement and gesture in order to express and respond to feelings, ideas and experiences. 
Article 31 (leisure, play and culture)-Enjoys joining in with dancing and ring games. Children sing songs, make music and dance, and experiment with ways of changing them. They safely use and explore a variety of materials, tools and techniques, experimenting with colour, design, texture, form and function.
